Venue for oral presentation
The venue for oral presentation will be the Symposium Hall on the 5th floor of the

International Science Innovation Building.

Presentation time

The presentation time of each lecture is as follows. Please be careful not to exceed the
prescribed time.

If the specified time is exceeded, it may be terminated. Please cooperate with punctuality

so that the program can proceed smoothly.

Invited lecture: 35 min (including Q&A)

General lecture: 15 min per presentation (12 min for presentation, 2.5 min for Q&A, 30
sec for shift)

Student lecture: 10 min per presentation (7 min for presentation, 2.5 min for Q&A, 30

sec for shift)

Presentation procedure

Please bring a laptop computer for presentation and presentation data (USB flash
memory for backup). Presentations should be made on the presenter's own computer.
The secretariat can prepare an LCD projector, a connection cable (HDMI or mini D-Sub
15 pin), and a laser pointer.

Please check the connection to the LCD projector during the break time before your
presentation.

Be sure to prepare an AC adapter for your laptop and a conversion cable for external
output. The shape of the PC cable connector provided at the venue is HDMI format or
mini D-Sub 15-pin format. If you need an external connector (USB-C terminal to HDMI
terminal conversion, etc.), please bring it yourself. Please note that a separate
conversion adapter may be required, especially for small PCs such as Windows

Surfaces and MacBooks. The secretariat does not prepare conversion adapters.



When the previous speaker's presentation starts, please wait in the next speaker's seat.
When it is time for your presentation, connect the cable to your computer and switch to
the external video output. Please ensure the video is output on the screen before starting
your presentation.

After the presentation, immediately remove the connection cable from the computer and

hand it over to the next presenter.

Oral presenters (and participants) are prohibited from recording, recording, or
photographing other speakers' oral presentations or slides. In addition, please
refrain from actions that may interfere with the lecture or infringe on rights and privacy,
including uploading to SNS and video sites.

Please refer to your computer's manual to check how to switch the computer screen to
external video output. The switching method differs depending on the Windows machine
and macOS machine, as well as the model and OS version.

The secretariat will not prepare a computer for the presentation.

Please note that the presentation time cannot be extended due to computer trouble.
No screening room will be set up. Please check the projection and connection during

your free time (morning, lunch break, break time, etc.).
